Tricks Are For Kids  

 
Daniel Lavee, 27, has been playing bridge 

for almost twenty years. At the age of 10, 

he played his first tournament in Toronto 

with long time bridge friends Charles 
Halasi and Gavin Wolpert. He recalls 

sitting with Gavin in the trunk of the 

Wolpert station wagon on the way to the 
Royal York Hotel. They played in a Swiss 

Teams event and Daniel remembers how 

excited the team was to win their first 

match and to be awarded fractions of 
Master Points. Over the years, bridge 

became more than a pastime for Daniel 

and his friends and family encouraged this 
pursuit. As an early teenager, he attended 

sessions at local bridge clubs on a regular 

basis. Some of the better club players 

mentored him and he attended his first 
national tournament and youth bridge 

camp in Anaheim, California when he 

with 15. This experience added variety to 

his social network where he developed many strong friendships. Furthermore, it gave him an 
opportunity to rapidly improve his bridge and social skills in a fun environment. Since then, he 

has attended many more tournaments and has greatly improved his game by playing and 

learning from the best in the world. He has a handful of top ten finishes in National events and 
won a Bronze medal in Sydney, Australia while representing Canada at the World Junior Team 

Championships. Daniel became Canadaôs 5
th
 World Champion by winning the World Mixed 

Swiss Teams in Philadelphia 2010. He is the youngest Canadian to receive the honour and he 

credits hard work, a positive attitude, and support from the CBF, coaches (especially Eric 
Kokish), NPCs, teammates, partners, friends, and family.  

 

Even before his big win, Daniel has been giving back to the bridge community by helping 
Canadian juniors on BBO, facilitating After-School programs for students in the GTA, and 

teaching students in schools in Toronto and York Region. Furthermore, Daniel has recently 

created a website for junior bridge players in the GTA.

Ray and I have once hit a loss of 24 imps. We were playing Swiss teams with another couple who had managed 

to play in a redoubled cue bid. They went for a huge number into their own vulnerable game. They went down 6 

vulnerable. You may not be surprised to hear that only one of the two came to dinner with us. 

When Singapore played Taipei in the Asia Pacific Federation Championships they didnôt do quite as well as 

that but they did manage a 17 imp swing. If you want to comment with your own personal worst disasters let me 

know. I can remember when I was playing with Ray and thought that one spade ï four hearts was natural (not a 

splinter). It was fortunately pairs so the loss did not have to be explained to partners and was limited to half a 

board. It really is a neat hand with slams available in both directions. I am naming no names though. 

We are going to follow the action in the Closed Room where the auction was uncontested and the disaster was 

great.

North-South found a double fit in diamonds and hearts. 3NT was a serious slam try. There were 3 cuebids in 

spades clubs and diamond. North having heard the spade cuebid when South tried for slam North felt 

comfortable to just bid the grand slam in diamonds. But West doubled. It appeared that West had a void 

somewhere, probably hearts (well maybe not if it was Zia). Itôs time for you to make a decision. Do you pass, 

redouble, bid 7Ǆ, or something else? 

I donôt think this is an easy decision and remember é the four horsemen are on the horizon.

At the table North having heard the club cuebid decided that 7NT would be the best spot. There was a small 

problem with this decision. South didnôt have the club ace, in fact club only had one club. 7NT doubled was 

down 6 for 1400. If you pass East should get it right but maybe they wonôt. Maybe he shouldnôt lead a heart. If 

you have the ace itôs not going away and you canôt really have a void, can you? I suppose that North-South 

probably have clubs since they probably wouldnôt bid a grand slam without anything in clubs and the refusal to 

respond to Blackwood suggests that North has a void somewhere. So probably East would have found the spade 

lead, 95% I would put it. Strange things happen in these situations. 

But pulling to notrump is much worse. If you have to pull you should pull to hearts where the hand will be 

played by South. Maybe Westôs void is not in hearts (as is the case) or maybe Southôs hearts are good enough to 

pick up the suit. But you can easily see the logic in 7NT. 

Meanwhile at the other table North-South was going to play in the small slam in diamonds. That would have 

been a 20 imp swing. But the players in the Open Room ñsavedò their partners when they took a vulnerable 

against not save in 7ǃ. This went for -200 doubled. In fact 6ǃ, 6ǅ and 6Ǆ are all makeable in one direction or 

the other and 7ǅ is makeable from the short suit. 

Maybe you think the 7NT bid was awful but é as Marshall Miles put in one of my favorite books é there but 

for the grace of God go I. (Well maybe I would have done things differently but I might have bid it exactly as 

he did.)

The Count Signal

Showing your attitude: J 
 
When your partner  is leading a high card in a suit, you signal with a high card to show your attitude. It would be easier 
to use your face to smile or frown but that is frowned upon!! Thus we use our cards! You play the highest card you can 

afford. This is called ñstandard carding.ò 
 
e.g. In a suit contract, when partner leads an A and you hold Q102, you play the 10, the highest card you can afford, in 
order to smile at her and say ñYES! Please continue. I can win the third round of that suit!ò In the same way, also against 
a trump suit contract, you would signal high then low (called the high-low signal) if you only had 102. This is because 
you could trump the third round of the suit.  
 

Versus a Notrump contract, if your partner leads a K and you hold J72 in that suit, you should signal with the 7. This is 
the equal honour signal saying that you own an honour that is equal to one that he holds. Now he knows that it is safe to 
continue the suit even if he only held KQ103 in that suit. When he next leads the suit, he will lead the 3 of the suit, 
knowing that you have the J.  
 
When declarer or dummy is leading a suit, it would hardly ever be of any value to give an attitude signal. Your side, as 
defending opponents would seldom wish to continue leading a suit that the declarer has attackedéòConfucius says: Both 
sides lead same suit, somebody crazy!ò If declarer has decided that it is a good thing for declarer to lead that suit, it is 

usually a bad thing for defenders to lead that suit.  
 
When declarer or dummy are leading a suit, experienced defenders give the COUNT SIGNAL.  

 

You as a defender play LOW  with an ODD number of cards (like 3 or 5 and it is usually 3) LOW = 3 letters = 3 cards. 
 
You as a defender play HIGH  with an EVEN number of cards (2 or 4). 

  
Experts give the count signal almost always whenever declarer leads a suit for the first time. This way, each defender 
always know exactly how many cards declarer has in that suit because their partner has given them count in all the suits. 
Do you ever find yourself at the end of a hand not knowing what card to keep and which to discard? Do you ever discard 
the wrong one??? This would never be a problem for an expert player because they use the count signal all the time. 
 
Remember: When defender is leading a suit, you as his/her partner give attitude. 

When declarer is leading a suit (or dummy) you give count. 
 
Will you get confused? Sure you will. Here is what I would suggest. At this stage of your career, if you have never heard 
of this before, you may not find the count signal as useful. So donôt worry too much about it for now. However, there is 
one time when you MUST give count and that is when DUMMY HAS A LONG SUIT AND NO ENTRY.  

 

When dummy has a long suit (without the highest card) and no entry, you as the defender without  the missing high card 
(usually the Ace) must give count. This way, the player with the Ace knows exactly when they should play their ace so 

that declarerôs communication with the dummy is severed.

West leads C Jack. Declarer counts her tricks. If she ducks 
the first C trick, she is sure to get two C tricks. One S trick 

for sure and two H tricks. That makes a total of five tricks. 
She needs 4 more tricks. Her project suit is the D suit.  
 
Meanwhile, back at the ranch, East wins C King. East must 
now lead back C6, driving out dummyôs last remaining 
entry, the C Ace.  
 

Declarer now leads D King from dummy. (When you want 
to encourage them to win the trick, play a big one, they are 
more likely to be tempted to win it now!) 

 

 
East should routinely duck the first round, watching to see what partner (West) plays. West plays D8, a high card showing 
either 2 or 4 cards in the D suit. (If it is a singleton, then declarer owns four cards in that suit and there is no stopping her 
from achieving her contract. If West had 4 cards, then declarer started with a singleton. (She bid 1NT as her opening bid, 

thus she cannot have a singleton.)  You, East, now know that you have to duck your Ace twice, winning it at the moment 
that declarer is running out of the suit. Declarer can now only score 7 tricks. Down two.  
 
Note that if East had played their D Ace on trick one or two, then declarer would still have a small D with which to get to 
dummy and make her contract.

On this hand, South has 7 tricks, on the opening lead of a C. 
She attacks her D suit. She only needs two D tricks to make 

3NT. If East ducks till the third round of D, declarer makes 
her contract. West must signal on first round of D with D2. 
East does the math. West played D2; this shows an odd 
number of D. Thus, since she has three D, south must have 
only two. East wins second round of D and thus South is 
down one.  
 

Remember that learning new stuff in bridge is like learning 
to play the piano. You have to make do with playing 
chopsticks before you can manage Mozart.
